Overview of the Program: Please visit www.medical-legalpartnership.org to gain a
better understanding of the work you would encounter in a Medical-Legal Partnership. Work at
the clinic involves collaboration between physicians, nurses, social workers, attorneys,
paralegals, and law students. Here is a brief excerpt from the website:

“Medical-legal partnership (MLP) is new patient care model that aims to improve the
health and well-being of vulnerable individuals, children and families by integrating legal
assistance into the medical setting. MLPs address social determinants of health and
seek to eliminate barriers to healthcare in order to help vulnerable populations meet
their basic needs and stay healthy.”

No single area of law is emphasized in the clinic. Students may be assigned cases
involving health law, family law, housing law, employment law, public benefits law, disability
law and immigration. Students work directly with medical providers, improving patient care by
addressing social determinants of health.

In Lawrence, this law clinic has partnered with Health Care Access clinic. In Kansas
City, the law clinic has partnered with Southwest Boulevard Family Health Care, JayDoc Free
Health Clinic, and The University of Kansas Department of Family Medicine. As clinic
participants, students work in Kansas City in or near the University of Kansas Medical Center.
